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  6-A-SIDE COMPETITION for U11 to U17 &

8-A-SIDE COMPETITION for 5 to 9 year oldsPRIVATE 

(For 2007 Season – Teams can be Girls, Boys and/or mixed)


RULES

Commencing the week of October 17.PRIVATE 

1. A game shall consist of two, twenty minute halves separated by a five minute break.  A maximum of 6 players per team on the field at any time.

2. The ball may not be raised above ankle height except on a Penalty Stroke.
3. Pushing only (no hitting) is allowed in 6-A-Side & 8-A-Side games. 

4. A push from anywhere inside the blue circle is used to restart play after the ball crosses the backline. There are no "long" corners.
5.
The ball must pass outside the circle on a penalty corner, before being brought into the circle for a shot. Only one player shall stand in the net to defend a Penalty Corner – this person must wear a Helmet during the Penalty Corner (teams are to supply their own helmet), the rest of the team shall stand on the far side of the net from the push out. Penalty corners awarded before the hooter  will be played out.


A player must wear a helmet for Penalty Strokes as well. 

6.
All games start and finish on the hooter (exceptions see Rule 5).

7.
Opposing players shall stand no closer than 5 metres from the ball.

8.
Rolling substitutes of players shall apply.

9.
In Mixed Six-a-Side no more than three (3) men from one team can be on the field of play.

10.
Cost for each team to nominate is $50.00 – to be paid by cash, cheque or money order.
11.
Cost per game, per Senior team is $50.00; Cost per game per Junior team - U11 to U17 team is $5.00 per player; Cost per game per Modies team is $2.00 per player – payable prior to taking the field each night.  

12.
Failure to provide umpires will attract a $50 team fine per umpire in the first instance, and second failure could result in the team being dropped from the competition.

13.
Players, who are not registered member of BHA, BWHA, SCHA or any other association affiliated with Hockey Queensland, must pay a registration fee of $40.00 per player aged over 17 and $20.00 for all players aged between 10 and 17, to cover insurance and administration.  All players under the age of 9 do not pay insurance.

14.
Teams forfeiting without sufficient notice to cancel the turf and notify the other teams will be required to pay the full game fee for both teams ie $100.00.

15.
This competition is organised for players to keep fit and gain more hockey experience. Therefore, this is a SOCIAL COMPETITION with no points or presentations, and should be played for fun in good sportsmanship

16. If reports of misconduct are received RLHC will be forced to take action.  We are sure no one wants this to happen in a social competition.
